The word “icon” is a layered term. It represents more than just a symbol; it embodies a figure or idea with lasting influence,

cultural significance, and a universal recognition that transcends generations. Brother Raymond “Raybo” Bourgeois personifies

the very essence of what it means to be an icon. His journey, marked by an unwavering commitment to service, leadership, and

community dedication, is a source of inspiration. Born on December 1, 1951, in Houston, Texas, to parents Roland and Josephine

Bourgeois—who were married for over 50 years. Brother Bourgeois grew up with a deep sense of faith. His father, a Baptist, and

his mother, a Catholic, instilled the importance of spirituality in their children from a young age.

Raymond Bourgeois graduated from St. Thomas High School in 1970, leaving an indelible mark as a proud Eagle. He was recognized

with the Most Spirited Student Award and was active in the Glee Club, Poster Club, Yearbook, and Speech and Debate. Following

high school, Bourgeois pursued higher education at Xavier University of Louisiana, earning a Bachelor of Science in Biology with a

minor in Chemistry. For more than 59 years, he worked as a G.I.A.-certified jeweler and Manager/Buyer at Wolf’s Department

Store, a landmark business in Houston's Third Ward. Bourgeois returned to his alma mater, St. Thomas High School, to volunteer in

student recruitment, chair the Sponsor-a-Boy-Club, and lead the Annual Appeal Decade for the 70s. In 2000, he made history as the

first Black Alumni President of St. Thomas High School, later becoming the first Black Commencement speaker in 2004. His

leadership extended to serving as Master of Ceremonies at the Hall of Fame Banquets in 2003, 2005, and 2007. In 2020, he was

elected the first Black member of the prestigious St. Thomas High School Hall of Honor and founded the first Black Alumni

Association at the school.

Mentorship is a cornerstone of Bourgeois’ life. He has guided and prepared young men for junior and four-year college basketball

programs, leaving a lasting impact on their lives. During the 1970s and 80s, he coached the Christian Youth Organization at St.

Peter the Apostle Catholic Church, achieving an extraordinary record of 296 wins and 11 losses. His teams won nine city and eight

state championships, drawing attention from prominent college recruiters. Bourgeois’ commitment to helping young men secure

placements at private high schools across Houston underscores his belief in the transformative power of education. For over 47

years, he coached middle school basketball at St. Peter the Apostle Catholic School, where schools like St. Thomas, Strake Jesuit,

and Incarnate Word scouted his players.

Bourgeois' commitment to family and community is unwavering. He has been married to his wife, Laverne, for 40 years, and

together, they have raised two daughters, Nicholette and Alyssa, who attended prestigious schools in Houston. His dedication

extends to numerous civic boards and organizations, where he has made significant contributions. He has served on the board of

St. Peter’s Catholic Career and Technical High School and has been deeply involved with the Urban League, United Negro College

Fund, and the Knights of Columbus. A committed servant of the Catholic Church, Bourgeois founded the Men’s Club at St. Peter the

Apostle and served as Parish Council President. Brother Bourgeois’ extensive accomplishments reflect his commitment to

community service, education, and leadership. He served on the Sports Advisory Board for the National Youth Sports Program

(NYSP) at Texas Southern University (TSU), advised the university’s Athletic Department, and was on the advisory board for the

TSU Upward Bound program and the TSU Relays. A proud Xavier University alumnus, Bourgeois was a former Houston Alumni

Chapter board member and was honored as Alumni of the Year. His dedication to education extended to his role as a speaker and

mentor for Volunteers in Public Schools (VIPS). In the civic realm, Bourgeois was an active board member of the Third Ward

Community Development Corporation (TWCDC), The Metropolitan Organization (TMO), Technology for All Computers to Minority

Students (TFA), and Houston Business and Development Inc. (HBDI), which provides loans to small businesses. He was inducted into

the Prairie View Interscholastic League Coaches Association (PVILCA) in 2015 and organized the Summer Youth Jobs Program under

Mayor Turner’s administration. Additionally, Bourgeois served on the board of Change Happens CDC, which redeveloped housing for

senior citizens in Houston’s Third Ward, and led Bushwar Enterprises, overseeing real estate management and maintenance.

Brother Raymond “Raybo” Bourgeois has had a distinguished and impactful journey within Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Incorporated.

He was initiated into the Nu Phi Chapter in 1977 and is a Lifetime Member. He has served as the International Chairman of

Membership, playing a pivotal role in establishing chapters in Shanghai, Dubai, Tijuana, Panama, and the Dominican Republic. He has

been vocal and instrumental in the fraternity’s Membership Selection Process. We must continue educating our brothers on

selecting the best individuals who will bring something to the table to help elevate the cause of Omega. Our Founder, the Most

Honorable Bishop Edgar Amos Love, stated, "There is a place for mediocrity in our society, but not in Omega." We must continue

educating our brothers on selecting the best individuals who will bring something to the table to help elevate the cause of

Omega.

Membership. Bourgeois has been a prominent speaker at National Leadership Conferences and Conclaves and an advisor to

undergraduate members, sharing his wisdom and experience. He has received numerous prestigious accolades throughout his

tenure, including the Basileus Award (3), the Omega Man of the Year Award (3), and the Superior Service Award (2). He also founded

the Houston Coalition of Omega Chapters. He was recognized with the Houston Coalition Award, the 9th District’s Omega Man of the

Year honor, and the highly regarded International Grand Basileus Award. Known for his expertise in the fraternity’s traditions,

Bourgeois has also trained members in ritualistic material and has been honored by the Undergraduate Leadership of Omega for

his significant contributions. We must give our brothers their flowers while they still can smell them, and this brother most

certainly deserves his. Beyond his professional and civic achievements, Bourgeois’ passion for uplifting his community is evident. He

has dedicated his life to community service, from founding a Senior Citizens Thanksgiving meal delivery program to serving on

boards for organizations like Texas Southern University, the Third Ward Community Development Corporation, the Summer Youth

Jobs Program, and being a trailblazer in Omega. His legacy is one of unwavering service, mentorship, and leadership—genuinely

embodying what it means to be an icon.

His senior level assignments included Space Surveillance Commander, Space Defense Commander, and Chief,

Training Evaluations, Standardization, and Exercises, U.S. Space Command, Cheyenne Mountain Space Force Base,

Colo.; and professor of military science, Florida Agriculture and Mechanical University, Tallahassee.

LTC Cheatom has served an additional 22 years in uniform with JROTC as Senior Army Instructor (SAI) at Theodore

Roosevelt and Sam Houston High Schools in San Antonio, and as director of Army Instruction for San Antonio

Independent School District, where he continues service today. His awards include the Ranger Tab, Expert Infantry

Badge, Basic Parachutist Badge, Air Assault Badge, and U.S. Army Space Operations Badge.

LTC Cheatom and his wife Judith are the parents of four daughters—Keyna, Amber, Mila and Asante, and five

grandchildren—Quinten, Camryn Lane, Grayson, Julius and Cassian. He is a Life Member of Omega Psi Phi, initiated

as a charter line member of Alpha Zeta (Spr ’73) and currently with Psi Alpha chapter in San Antonio.

The scholarship is designated to support the Gamma Eta chapter members or other

students that add to the diversity of the campus if no chapter member meets the qualification.

OLYMPIC TRACK AND FIELD TO VICTORY

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The 2024 Summer Olympics USA track and field team was coached by Brother Stanley in Redwine, head track coach

at the University of Kansas. Redwine’s Team USA men’s squad medaled in nine of 10 individual track races — the

most for any country since the first time all of these events were included as part of the Olympic program in

1920.  According to the Washington Post’s Rick Maese, “It’s rare for a team to finish on the podium in more than a

few of these events. Since 2000, the United States and are over and were an exciting event in Track and Field! The

USA’s men’s track members won seven gold medals, six silver medals and five bronze medals at the 2024 Paris

Games. Three years ago, at the Tokyo Olympics, the U.S. men did not win a single individual race. In France, the men’s

team won 18 medals and the U.S. women’s squad 16 for a combined 34 — the most by Team USA track and field since

the 1984 Los Angeles Games.

Kenya are the only countries that have medaled in at least half of these 10 (individual) races at a single

Olympics.” It’s the United States’ best track and field showing since the 1984 Games in Los Angeles, where it won 40

medals, 16 gold on home soil. The 63-year-old Redwine, who is beginning his 25th year as KU track coach, was

selected as coach of the men’s Olympic squad back in early March. “I am honored for the opportunity and am

excited that I get to be around the other coaches from other schools and just to help Team USA get better. Being

around those athletes, there’s not a lot that they really need from me, but I will get more out of it than they

will. Just to serve them is a great opportunity,” Redwine said at the time. Redwine was assistant coach for Team

USA at the 2015 Pan-American Games. He was assistant coach for Team USA at the 2020 Tokyo Olympics. In 2022, he

was Team USA men’s head coach at the IAAF World Outdoor Championship, before his appointment as the head coach

for the 2024 Paris Olympics.

Redwine is a Life Member (#13358) of Omega Psi Phi and became a member as an undergraduate through the Gamma

Eta chapter at the University of Arkansas in the Fall 1980. Redwine was a four-time All-American and was named

Arkansas’ Outstanding Track Athlete all four of his years in Fayetteville.

On January 14, 2025, on the campus of Paul Quinn College, brothers of the Delta Xi chapter and the Theta Theta

chapter of Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc. gathered for a momentous occasion. Their spirits were high, fueled by a

shared passion for community service and a resolute commitment to uphold the values and traditions of their

fraternity. Today, they were not just attendees but participants in a critical dialogue that would resonate far beyond

the walls of the conference hall. 

As they entered the venue, the air buzzed with energy and anticipation. The event, organized by Equal Justice Now, was

titled “A National Panel Discussion – Mental Health & Policing and Bail Reform.” It was a topic that gripped the hearts

and minds of many, amplified by the recent tragedies that had struck their communities. Among the gathered were

leaders who had dedicated their lives to advocating for justice and reform, with the compelling presence of Civil

Rights Attorney and fellow brother, Bro—Benjamin Crump, serving as the event's host. 

Dr. Cheyenne Bryant, a renowned mental health advocate and panel moderator, welcomed everyone with her warm

charisma, acknowledging the importance of addressing complex mental health and law enforcement issues. As she

introduced the panelists, the brothers from Delta Xi listened intently, knowing that this was not just another

discussion but a vital opportunity to elevate voices often drowned out by tragedy.

The presence of former Houston Police Chief Troy Finner and Judge David Fleischer, who joined via Zoom,

lent an air of gravity to the conversation. 

Yet the most poignant moment of the panel came when James Wilburn, father of Sonya Massey, was invited to speak. His

sorrow was palpable, but so was his determination. He shared his heart-wrenching journey of seeking justice for his

daughter, who had been shot in her home by a police officer. The room fell silent, each brother feeling the weight of

his words. Questions lingered in their minds — questions that had haunted their communities: “Will I be next?”

"What’s stopping me from being next?" The dialogue that unfolded was intense and thought-provoking. Issues such as

excessive force, mental health training for officers, and the emotional toll on both victims' families and the

community were discussed with urgency. Each panelist brought unique perspectives, but there was a consensus:

change was possible only through sustained dialogue and collaboration. 

The attendees felt a renewed sense of responsibility as the discussion wrapped up. They realized they were part of a

larger narrative calling them to advocate for justice and support their communities. The brothers of Delta Xi left

the event with a commitment to carry on the lessons learned, understanding that their fraternity's mission

extended beyond brotherhood—it involved social justice and community empowerment.
